The students who have won the first prize: Aleksandar Davidović and Tamara Orlović.

· Aleksandar Davidović, the student at the Higher Business School in Novi Sad, has written about the topic Remembrance Culture: Freedom and National Identity. Aleksandar beautifully shows the importance of our history and remembrance of all the fallen heroes who defended our country. His paper radiates warmth, Christian forgiveness as well as the strength of character.
These are some of the elements from his essay: “It is a stoic struggle to preserve the picture of our collective continuance, brave, strong and combative. There is almost no generation which has not felt the smell of death, of burnt hearths and displaced families. It seems that the more we as a nation strive for freedom and true peace, the farther it is from us, and sometimes we seem to be chasing Don Quixotic windmills. The cloud of uncertainty often looms over the dreams of a quiet life in the vast plain of Vojvodina, fertile fields of Mačva or rocky landscapes of Tara, Kopaonik or Zlatibor mountains. No matter how much beauty has flowed into this beautiful country, there is always a lurking “beast” in the form of various haters. We are the nation that loves, suffers, fights, forgives, searches for better in itself and in others. Our national being has been like this ever since its creation. We admit that we are not without sins on that road, but we are self-critical, we look at ourselves and try to be better, to rise even when we fall. Freedom is sacred and important to us, more important than the crust of bread made by the farmer with the perspiring forehead and calloused hands – we live and die for it, we look forward to it and suffer for it. From our hearts and souls, we hug all our scattered Serbian lands”.
· Tamara Orlović from Zubin Potok, Kosovo and Metohija, the student at the Faculty of Philosophy in Kosovska Mitrovica, has written an essay about the topic Remembrance Culture: Freedom and National Identity. The author reminds of the fate of all or us born as Serbs. She reminds us of the price of our freedom, and of the fact that it makes us happy but at the same time it burns and hurts us. The essay reflects patriotism and reminds us of Dečani oath, where every stone and fresco remember our history and tell the truth, recalling Gračanica, Visoki Dečani, the Patriarchate of Peć, Our Lady of Ljeviš, and Zočište. The students who have won the second prize: Lazar Bukumirović and Milja Marjanović. 

· Lazar Bukumirović, the student of the fourth year of Serbian Language and Literature at the Faculty of Philosophy, the University of Novi Sad, has written an essay about the topic Artificial Intelligence and Education in the 21st Century. In it, he gives a critical review of artificial intelligence and its effects, citing the main goal of education. His writing style is dynamic and inspired by the feeling of social responsibility. This student expresses fear that artificial intelligence may lead to the lack of criticism and turn students into modelled consumers if education is reproduced exclusively by algorithms functioning by the assigned data base. Lazar Bukumirović stresses that we need to preserve our critical attitude towards this modern technology and, despite its short-term benefits, we must not forget social utility as a long-term goal. 
· Milja Marjanović from Prijedor is the student at the Faculty of Technical Sciences. She has written an essay about Remembrance Culture: Freedom and National Identity. This student clearly addresses the topic, looking at what determines us. In other words, the question of who we are. Namely, for what we are now we should thank to our existence in the past. Wise people remember Dučić, Kočić, Mišić, Šantić, Priincip, Andrić, Bećković, Đoković, Nemanjić, Tesla, Pupin, Petrović, as well as many others who have given their blood for freedom and whose deeds and words make Serbia live eternally.
In her essay, Milja Marjanović emphasizes the importance of tradition, education and culture in preserving the Serbian national identity in line with wise Stojan Novaković, who wrote back at the beginning of the 20th century that Serbdom is most efficiently defended “by the book and the pen”. Moreover, she points to the fatal perniciousness of national division which has been the fate of the Serbian people for centuries, harming its progress in all aspects.

The students who have won the third prize: Sara Radojević and Bogoljub Andrejević

· Sara Radojević, the student at the Faculty of Political Science, the University of Belgrade, has written an essay about Remembrance Culture: Freedom and National Identity, In it, in a methodical and quite skilfully organized manner, she presents the importance of remembrance culture, first in the introductory part, where she reasons the main concept, followed by the parts of the essay containing an overview of social construction of the past, form of collective remembrance, variants of cultural remembrance, cultural identity and political imagination. Finally, the student draws a conclusion about identity, ethnic and national questions being a live process which is prone to redefining and redesigning, and that these questions do not become obsolete, but require constant attention. 
· Bogoljub Andrejević, the student at the Faculty of Medical Sciences in Kragujevac, has written about the topic Artificial Intelligence and Education in the 21st Century. In writing his essay, this student used AI tools and showed on his own example the practical use of artificial intelligence in education, providing a general theoretical review of the research topic.
